ROADMASTER REPORT -- The decals have been installed on our vehicles. Lisa cut brush around mailbox. On the 29th used about half salt/cinder mixture. F-250 wouldn’t start because the radio was left on. All operators should check equipment at the end of the shift to ensure they are off. Al met with Lisa and Larry to do a road tour to discuss plowing and pipe cleaning. Some drainage pipes may need extensions added. Placing temporary stakes at turn around spots was discussed. On the 31st, decals were removed and replaced with the new decals. After checking out the F-450, Al decided the truck needs running boards and a spotlight. The F-550 needs different mirrors to gain better vision. The F-450 is having issue with the spreader. Al is going to investigate some type of lubricant to keep the belt from freezing up. OLD BUSINESS  
McTish has sent us an Amendment 2. They received notice from PHMC that a Phase 1 archaeological study is required at the site as part of the permitting requirements for the proposed subject project.  The study will require a field investigation, report preparation and formal submissions to PHMC and PADAEP/USACE as part of the Joint Permit Application.  A motion was made by Jeff to approve this amendment. Al seconded the motion. The decision to approve was unanimous.

McTish also sent two (2) forms needed to submit the Joint Permit Application to PADEP.  Page 3 of each document requires Jeff’s signature, and the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers form also requires a witness signature.  Jeanne will hand deliver to McTish and a copy to Pat Powers, Anadarko on her way out to the office on Tuesday, 1/5/2016.

NEW BUSINESS – Al would like to mark our roads at 100’ increments. For reasoning of documentation, road inventory and sub contract projects. Jeff made the motion to approve, Chad seconded the motion. The decision to move forward on this endeavor was unanimous.
Chad recommends opening another General Fund CD for $50,000 to gain interest until the funds are needed. Jeanne will need to work with Ruth Schneider, Muncy Bank & Trust to set up this No Pen/No Pers CD. The interest rate must be .9 or better. Chad made the motion to approve and Al seconded the motion. The decision to approve was unanimous.
Al would like to see Superior Plus billing monthly on office propane and yearly for the generator.
Larry Yaw has an upcoming surgery. He anticipated a 6-week recovery. Larry will let us know more information as it comes.

Jeanne has a same-day procedure on Wednesday, 1/6/2016. She will not be available for her office hours that day.

Chad made the motion to pay bills. Al seconded the motion. The meeting was adjourned at 9 p.m.
